Article VI

The Corporation is organized exclusively for civic and social welfare purposes within the
meaning of Section 501(c)(4) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, or the
corresponding section of any future federal tax code (the “Code™). The Corporation’s purposes
shall include, but not be limited to the following:

1) the development of information to allow residents of five (5) specified counties
(Jackson, Clay and Platte Counties in Missouri and Johnson and Wyandotte Counties, Kansas,
collectively the “bistate” area) to understand the benefits to be derived from the renewal of the
bistate tax, including the improvement of arts programs and sports programs and venues in the
bistate area;

) the evaluation and publication of the alternative purposes to which the proceeds of
the renewed bistate tax could be used to serve the best interests of these residents;

3) the development and execution of a plan to allow the renewal of the bistate tax;

(4) to serve as a communications link between various federal, state and local
governments, private groups and industry, in order to allow public investment and to allow the
renewal of and maximize the effect of the bistate tax;

®)] to cooperate with groups, organizations and individuals desiring to pursue any of
the foregoing purposes; and

(6) to receive, acquire, accept, manage, supervise, and to distribute funds and other
resources, and to allocate the benefits of same, in connection with the above purposes.

To enable the Corporation to carry out such purposes, it shall have the power to do any
and all lawful acts and to engage in any and all lawful activities, directly or indirectly, alone or in
conjunction with others, which may be necessary, proper or suitable for the attainment of any of
the purposes for which the Corporation is organized.

Article VII

No part of the net earnings of the Corporation shall inure to the benefit of, or be
distributable to its directors, trustees, officers or other private persons, except that the
Corporation shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for services
rendered and to make payments and distributions in furtherance of the purposes set forth in
Article VI hereof.

Notwithstanding any other provisions of these Articles, the Corporation shall not carry on
any other activities not permitted to be carried on by a corporation exempt from federal income
tax under Section 501(a) of the Code by reason of description in Section 501(c)(4) of the Code.
