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ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION

MISSOURI NONPROFIT CORPORATION

ARTICLE I
I, the undersigned incorporator,

being a natural person of the age of eighteen (18) years or more and a citizen of the United
States, acting individually and not in any representative capacity, for the purpose of forming a
corporation under the "Missouri Nonprofit Corporation Law" of the State of Missouri, does
hereby adopt the following Articles of Incorporation:

ARTICLE II

The name of the Corporation described herein is "BISTATE ARTS and SPORTS
CORPORATION."

ARTICLE 111
This Corporation is a public benefit corporation.
ARTICLE IV
The street address of the Corporation's initial Registered Office in the State of Missouri 1s
2345 Grand Blvd., Ste. 2800, Kansas City, Missouri 64108, and the name of its initial Registered
Agent at said address is Amy E. Trainer.

ARTICLE V

The initial number of directors is three (3) whose duties and qualifications are as set forth
in the Bylaws of the Corporation.

The number of directors may be increased (or decreased to a number not less than three
(3)) from time to time by amendment to the Bylaws.
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ARTICLE VI

The purpose for which this Corporation is formed, organized and operated is exclusively
for charitable, religious, scientific and educational purposes within the meaning of Sections
501(c)(2)(3), 170(c)(2)(B) and 2055(a)(2) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, or
the corresponding Section of any future federal tax code (the "Code"), including for such
purposes, making distributions to other organizations that qualify as tax-exempt organizations
under Section 501(a) of the Code by reason of the description of their purpose or purposes set
forth in Section 501(c)(3) of the Code, including the development of information to allow
residents of five (5) specified counties (Jackson, Clay and Platte Counties in Missouri and
Johnson and Wyandotte Counties in Kansas) to understand the benefits to be derived from the
use of the bistate tax, the analysis of the purposes to which the proceeds of a bistate tax could be
used to serve the best interests of these residents, the development of a plan to allow for the
continuation of the bistate tax and to do any or all of the acts hereinafter mentioned, as fully and
to the same extent as natural persons might or could do, viz.:

1. Subject always to the limitations imposed on tax-exempt
corporations, to conduct and carry on the work of the Corporation, not for profit
but exclusively for educational and one or more of the purposes within the
meaning of Section 501(c)(3) of the Code, in such manner that no part of its
income or property shall inure to the private benefit of any donor, incorporator,
director, officer or individual having a personal or private interest in the activities
of the Corporation, or to the benefit of any member of the family of, or any
corporation controlled, directly or indirectly by, any such person, and in such
manner that (a) no substantial part of its activities shall consist of the carrying on
of propaganda, or otherwise attempting to influence legislation, and (b) it shall not
in any manner or to any extent participate in, or intervene in (including the
publication or distribution of statements), any political campaign on behalf of any
candidate for public office.

2. Subject always to the provisions of paragraph numbered 1 of this
Article VI, to have and to exercise all powers necessary or incident to carrying out
its corporate purposes, and to possess and enjoy all rights and powers which now
or at any time hereinafter may be granted to, or exercised by, or conferred upon, a
corporation organized under the Missouri Nonprofit Corporation Law and
exclusively for such charitable and educational purposes as aforesaid.

In exercising such rights and powers, the Corporation shall be managed by a
Board of Directors, and the number of directors to constitute the first Board of
Directors shall be three (3). Thereafter, the number of directors shall be as set
forth in the Bylaws of the Corporation, and may be increased (or decreased to a
number not less than (3) from time to time by amendment to the Bylaws).

3. Subject always to the provisions of paragraph numbered 1 of this
Article VI, to receive, acquire, accept, manage, supervise, and to distribute funds
and other resources, and to allocate the benefits of same, for the purpose of the
development of an information base to allow residents of the five (5) enumerated
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
