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BISTATE ARTS and SPORTS CORPORATION

The undersigned, for the purpose of restating the Articles of Incorporation of
BISTATE ARTS and SPORTS CORPORATION, a Missouri nonprofit corporation
(the “Corporation”) which were originally filed on January 29, 2004, adopts the
following Restated Articles of Incorporation. Such Restated Articles of incorporation
have been duly approved by the Incorporator in accordance with Section 355.576 of
the Missouri Nonprofit Corporation Act and do not contain an amendment requiring
the approval of a member or any other person pursuant to Section 355.606.

ARTICLE I
The name of the corporation is:

BISTATE ARTS and SPORTS CORPORATION

ARTICLE II

This corporation is a mutual benefit corporation.

ARTICLE III

The street address of the corporation’s registered office in Missouri is
2345 Grand Boulevard, Suite 2800, Kansas City, MO 64108. The name of the
corporation’s registered agent at such address is Registered Agent, Ltd.

ARTICLE IV

The name and address of the incorporator of the corporation are: John C.
Craft, 2345 Grand Boulevard, Suite 2800, Kansas City, MO 64108.

ARTICLE V

A. The corporation shall have no members, but in lieu thereof shall have a
self-perpetuating board of directors.

B. The first Board of Directors of the corporation shall consist of three (3)
individuals who shall be designated as directors of the corporation by the incorporator.

C. The number of directors to constitute all subsequent boards of directors
shall be specified in or fixed in accordance with the corporation’s Bylaws, provided
that in no event shall such number be less than three.
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ARTICLE VI

A. No part of the net earnings of the corporation shall inure to the benefit
of, or be distributable to, its directors, officers, or other private persons; provided, the
corporation shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for
services rendered and to make payments and grants in furtherance of the purposes set
forth in ARTICLE VII. No substantial pat of the activities of the corporation shall be
the 'participation in or intervening - (including the publishing or distribution of
statements) in any political campaign on behalf of or in opposmon to any candidate
for public office.

B. Notwithstanding any other provision of these Articles of
Incorporatlon the corporation shall not carry on any activities that are not permitted to
be carried on by an organization described in section 501(c)(4) of the Internal Revenue
Code of 1986 (the “Code”). -

ARTICLE VII

A. The corporation is organized and shall be operated to develop
information to allow residents of five (5) specified counties (Jackson, Clay and Platte
Counties in Missouri and Johnson and Wyandotte Counties in Kansas) to understand
the benefits to be derived from the use of the bistate tax, the analysis of the purposes
to which the proceeds of a bistate tax could be used to serve the best interests of these
residents, the development of a plan to allow for the continuation of the bistate tax.

B. Subject to the provisions of ARTICLE VI and the preceding provisions
of this ARTICLE VII, the corporation shall have the purpose of carrying on any lawful
activity and shall also have all of the powers accorded to it by the Missouri Nonprofit
Corporation Act (or any subsequent state corporation law to which it may be subject).

ARTICLE VIII

Upon the dissolution of the corporation, the assets of the corporation which
remain after payment of its obligations has been made or provided for, and after
return, transfer, or conveyance of assets held upon condition requiring such return,
transfer, or conveyance, shall be transferred to one or more not-for-profit
organizations whose purposes are substantially similar to those for which the
corporation is organized and which at the time of such distribution are described in
sections 501(c)(4) or 501(c)(3) of the Code and exempt from tax under section 501(a)
of the Code.
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This document has been signed on the 16th day of February, 2004, and
correctly sets forth without change the corresponding provisions of the Articles of

Incorporation as amended, and these Restated Articles of Incorporation supercede the
original Articles of Incorporation.
