The Missouri Secretary of State's web site confirms that this group was incorported
on Feb 27, 2001 and ceased to exist on December 4, 2002.
On  January 29, 2004 this Missouri Bistate Arts non-profit was created again.

The IRS on July 15, 2002 asked Bistate Arts and
Sports (John C. Craft ) for info about legislative
activities germane to their social welfare purposes,
and for description of process by which legislation
and/or candidates are chosen for support.

On July 26, 2002 John C Craft replied to IRS that
Bistate Arts and Sports ceased operations and "never
made any such contributions" to candidates or PACs.

At time of incorporation Article IX of Bistate Arts and Sports
Articles of Incorporation said upon dissolution of Corporation "all
of the assets" would go to the American Stroke Foundation. This
was changed at some point to say 501(c).
